· LB 22-30, THE ALBUQUERQUE POLICE OFFICERS’ ASSOCATION’S PETITION FOR CERTIFICATION AND REPRESENTATION.  
Chairman Baca stated that the City has filed the Response to Request for Information and two written comment letters were submitted by APD Forward Coalition and the Community Coalition AMICI.  Assistant City Attorneys Ian Stoker and Carrie Cook appeared on behalf of the City and attorney Fred Mowrer appeared on behalf of APOA. There was discussion and comments between the Board members and the parties.
