New Mexico

Cities
New Mexico is home to 384 cities and towns including Albuquerque,
Las Cruces, Santa Fe, Taos, Las Vegas, and Farmington.

Life Zones
Six of the seven life zones are found in New Mexico: Desert Zone,
Grasslands/Woodlands  Zone, Transition (Mountain)  Zone,
Coniferous Forest Zone, Subalpine Zone, and Alpine Zone. The Life
zones start at about 3,000 feet above sea level and go up to slightly
13,000 feet.

Rio Grande River and Bosque

“Bosque” is the name for areas of gallery forest found along the
riparian flood plains of stream and river banks in the southwestern
United States. It derives its name from the Spanish word for
woodlands. In the predominantly arid or semi-arid southwestern
United States, the Bosque is an oasis-like ribbon of green vegetation,
often canopied, that only exists near rivers, streams, or other water
courses. The Rio Grande Bosque is a 200 mile-long ecosystem along
the middle Rio Grande River in New Mexico that extends from Santa
Fe past Socorro. There are miles and miles of bike and walking trails
along the Rio Grande.

Pueblos

New Mexico is home to 19 pueblos: Acoma, Cochiti, Isleta, Jemez,
Laguna, Nambe, Picuris, Pojoaque, Sandia, San Felipe, San
lldefonso, San Juan, Santa Ana, Santa Clara, Santo Domingo, Taos,
Tesuque, Zia, and Zuni.




A Brief History of New Mexico's Film Industry

New Mexico’s history in film extends all the way back to the early
20th century. In 1898, the Edison Company shot a fifty second film
titled “Indian Day School”, which depicted a line of Native American
children following their teacher out of a school house and back in
again. This film, being one of the first documentary type films, was
also the first film made in New Mexico and one of the very first ever
to be shot in the West.

Over the decades, New Mexico has become a hub for all kinds of
